
REPORTING TIME EXPLANATION
Section 960.13(1)(b) F.S., requires that in order to be eligible for benefits, the victim must have 
reported the crime incident to the proper authorities within 72 hours of the time of the incident.  
However, an exception to this requirement may be considered when there is good reason for the 
delay.
